16. She entered but inside, too, everything was dif-
ferent. She cried loudly: - Good morníng, Granny!-

17. Poor "Granny" was there in the bed, well wrapped
up. - Why, Granny, what big ears you've got! -
All the better to hear you with! - whispered "Granny"
who seemed to have a very bad cold.
18. - Why, Granny, your eyes are so big! - All the
better to see you with, my dear.
19. - And what big han ds you have got! And what
dreadfully big mouth you have got! - All the better
to catch and eat you with! - the wolf growled ...
20. . .. and swallowed poor little Red Riding Hood.
Then he went back to bed and fell asleep.
21. He began to snore so loudly that the window clat-
tered. The hunter was just passing by. - What an
awful snoríng - he thought. - Maybe something is
wrong with the old lady?

22. He entered the room, went to the bed and saw the
wolf. - There you are, you old brute! - he exc1aimed.
- There you are at last.

23. He didn't shoot but took the scissors from the
drawer and cut open the belly of the wolf.



24. That is how the hunter savedGranny and little Red
Riding Hood. The little girl sighed: - Oh, my, 1 was
so scared! There was very dark in the wolf's belly.
25. They brought stones, put them into the belly of
the wolf and then stitched it up.
26. When the wolf woke up he went to drink some
water at the stream. The heavy stones dragged him
down and he was drowned.
27. They had a fine dinner.
28. Little Red Riding Hood set off home and said to
herself: - Next time 1'11go straíght to Granny and
won't ta1k to anyone as mother told me. And that is
the end of the fairy tale.
